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Burelle continues to put the fight to the competition
FORT WORTH, Texas – Andy Burelle is on a hot streak. 
The Ardmore, Okla., cowboy is fresh off a dominating performance in Denton, Texas, two weeks ago, and on Friday afternoon, he teamed with Jason Magditch of Revere, Pa., for the first-performance lead at the Professional Bullfighters’ Daisy Protection Tour event at the Will Rogers Complex’s John Justin Arena. 

Representing Team Humps-n-Horns, Burelle and Magditch scored 116 points during the bullfight that takes place in conjunction with the National Bucking Bulls Association Finals. 

But the tides in protection bullfighting can change fast. In the tightly contested, two-day match, the five teams head into Saturday’s final round separated by less than 14 points. The competition begins at 2 p.m.

Two weeks ago, Burelle teamed with Dusty Tuckness to dominate the Miller Lite Bull Blowout. Now he and Magditch have an eight-point edge over a par of teams in the second hole: Team GL Bulls, Joe Garretson of Springfield, Mo./Lance McIlvain of Arlington, Texas, and Team Daisy, Jay Brewer of Graham, Texas/Steve Wangler of Plainview, Neb., who have 108 points. 

The defending world champions, Team Jordan Wire Rope of Sam Gress of Hutchinson, Kan./Wacey Munsell of Ulysses, Kan., scored 107 points but sit in fourth, and Team Hooters of Joe Butler of Stillwater, Okla./Chad Dowdy of Bristow, Okla., are fifth with 102 points.
The Fort Worth event is one of the final few events on the 2008 season. The top five teams at the schedule’s conclusion qualify for the PBF World Finals.
