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Team Humps-n-Horns grabs Fort Worth title
FORT WORTH, Texas – How would you like to be judged on how close you get to a raging beast?
That’s what happens on the Professional Bullfighters Daisy Protection Tour, and over the past few weeks, Andy Burelle of Ardmore, Okla., has fared better than the rest of the field, for the most part. 

Representing Team Humps-n-Horns, Burelle and partner Jason Magditch of Revere, Pa., outscored four other teams to win the event at the Will Rogers Coliseum’s John Justin Arena over two days of competition that feature some of the best bullfighters in the business. 

Burelle – who won the longest-running protection bullfight competition two weeks ago with another partner, Wyoming’s Dusty Tuckness – worked with Magditch to put themselves in position to get bull riders out of harm’s way over and over again. They edged second place Team Daisy, represented by Jay Brewer of Graham, Texas, and Steve Wangler of Plainview, Neb., by a mere three points, 257-254. 


For their work, Team Humps-n-Horms earned $2,500. Burelle was named the event’s most valuable player and earned another $250 bonus for the honor, which is voted on by his peer bullfighters. Burelle, 31, has been battling bovines for 10 years.


“I think it’s a great way for guys to get seen, and it takes a lot of the politics out of how we get jobs,” Burelle said. “These competitions are based on competition. There are a lot of guys that can really fight bulls that haven’t had the opportunity.”

Magditch, a school administrator by day, is 35 years old and still proves his athletic prowess is undeniable. 

“With cowboy protection, now that I’m older, I’m liking that,” he said. “Taking this for the cowboy and being the cowboy lifesaver.”
